FIXTURE MOUNTING               

To ensure weatherproof seal, apply weatherproof silicone sealant around the edge of the Housing and/or Junction Box. This is especially 

important with an uneven wall surface. Silicone all plugs and unused conduit entries  
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1. Knock out appropriate slots. Secure Housing to a sturdy wall. Check the Gasket is fully sealed. (Fig 1) 

2. Caulk the entire perimeter of the luminaire to the mounting surface. 

3. Hang the light body on the bolt of the housing to make convenient for single electrical wire connection (Fig2) 

4. Use appropriate holes. Screw and tighten the back cover with the housing. (Fig 3)

0-10V DIMMABLE WIRING 

Universal voltage driver permits operation at 120V thru 277V, 

50 or 60 Hz. For 0-10V Dimming, follow the wiring directions as (C). 

1. Connect the black fixture lead to the (+) LINE supply lead. 

2. Connect the white fixture lead to the (-) COMMON supply lead. 

3. Connect the GROUND wire from fixture to supply ground.  

Do NOT connect the GROUND of the dimming fixture to the output. 

4. Connect the purple fixture lead to the (V+) DIM lead. 

5. Connect the gray fixture lead to the (V-) DIM lead. 

6. Cap the yellow fixture lead, if present. Do NOT connect.
